Secure Communities and the ICE holds program are failed 
policies. ICE holds have been repeatedly found to be 
unconstitutional, and to be a driving force behind the breakdown 
in trust between immigrant residents and local government. 
Communities organized to fight these policies across the 
country, and they succeeded. To go back and repeat these 
destructive policies only opens up possibilities for more abuses 
against our communities while avoiding the deeper causes of 
violence, as well as leaving our city vulnerable to lawsuits for 
violations of people’s rights. We need policies that reflect our 
values as a society, that honor our community’s dignity, that 
respects the diversity of our lives and are grounded in the belief 
of redemption.

The tragedy of Kathryn Steinle’s death should not be 
manipulated by those who see this as an opportunity to push a 
political agenda.

Evans and the late Daniel Evans. Damien accepted the Lord Jesus at an early age and was 
baptized at St. John the Baptist Parish. He loved the Lord and was always willing to go the 
extra mile. He was a Good Samaritan and offered his help to anyone in need. 

Damien attended St. Elizabeth Catholic School in 1979, where he mastered his studies 
and received scholastic honors. He transferred to Girard College, where he mastered his stud­
ies and received academic honors. He was very active in school activities. He played the clar­
inet in the school band and played soccer. His hobbies were camping, fishing, and he liked a 
good challenge playing chess. He loved to cook. At age 7, not only did he catch 6 crabs on 
the shore of Hampton VA, he also seasoned and cooked them until they were succulent. Da­
mien had discovered that he had a true gift, a special skill that made people very satisfied.

Damien pursued a career in Culinary Arts. He graduated in 2002from the Art Institute of 
Philadelphia, where he earned an Associate in Sciences Degree in Culinary Arts.

After years of hard 
work, he co-partnered in a restaurant business for 2 years. In October 2015, he succesfully 
acquired the Food Truck of his dreams.
