Secure Communities and the ICE holds program are failed 
policies. ICE holds have been repeatedly found to be 
unconstitutional, and to be a driving force behind the breakdown 
in trust between immigrant residents and local government. 
Communities organized to fight these policies across the 
country, and they succeeded. To go back and repeat these 
destructive policies only opens up possibilities for more abuses 
against our communities while avoiding the deeper causes of 
violence, as well as leaving our city vulnerable to lawsuits for 
violations of people’s rights. We need policies that reflect our 
values as a society, that honor our community’s dignity, that 
respects the diversity of our lives and are grounded in the belief 
of redemption.

The tragedy of Kathryn Steinle’s death should not be 
manipulated by those who see this as an opportunity to push a 
political agenda.

REFLECTIONS ON CLIMATE JUSTICE from THE PEACE

The current global situation engenders feelings of instability and 
uncertainty, which in turn becomes “a seed bed for selfishness.” When 
people become self-centered, their greed increases.  The emptier a 
person’s heart is, the more s/he needs to buy, own, and consume things.

Julia Greeley 

Denver's Angel of Charity was bom into slavery, at 
Hannibal, Missouri, between 1833 and 1848. As a 
young child, Julia's right eye was destroyed by a 
slavemaster's whip. Freed by the Emancipation 
Proclamation in 1863, Julia subsequently eamed 

I / % her keep working for white families in Missouri, 
Colorado, Wyoming and New Mexico—though 

mostly in the Denver area. Though herself a working poor woman, Greeley was 
dedicated to assisting poor families in her neighborhood. When her resources were 
inadequate, begged for food, fuel and clothing for the needy. 
To avoid embarrassing the people she helped, Greeley did most of her charitable 
work under cover of night through dark alleys. Sadly, these hidden good works 
were done at night mostly because the White people she was helping would have 
been ashamed to be seen taking help from an African American woman. Greeley 
worked within the system of White supremacist culture and time to alleviate 
suffering wherever she could. 

Greeley entered the Catholic Church at Sacred Heart Parish in Denver in 1880. The 
Jesuits who ran the parish considered her the most enthusiastic promoter of 
devotion to the Sacred Heart of Jesus they had ever seen. Every month she visited 
on foot every fire station in Denver and delivered literature of the Sacred Heart 
League to the fnemen. Catholics and non-Catholics alike and t people of all 
ethnicities.. 

A daily communicant, Greeley had a rich devotion to the Blessed Sacrament and 
the Blessed Virgin and continued her prayers while working. Julia Greeley's life 
complicates the story of race and power in Catholic America by the way she 
moved throughout the power structures of her day. and we are challenged to view 
her in the light of faith. Greeley joined the Secular Franciscan 
Order in 1901 and was active in it t i l l her death in 1918.
