Joint Response to Release of Grand Jury Report

Harrisburg, PA — The Pennsylvania Office of Victim Advocate, Pennsylvania Coalition Against
Rape, and the Archdiocese of Philadelphia's Office for Child and Youth Protection have joined
to share resources and provide support to survivors and parishes in the wake of the release of

the grand jury report.

We recognize that news coverage about sexual abuse, transcripts of victim testimony, and the
resultant conversations amongst friends, neighbors and family can often be traumatic and bring
about feelings of helplessness, anger or despair for victims, parishes and the community.

This report and its scope may deeply impact victims and our community at large. We want all
affected to know they are not alone - there are free and confidential resources for those victims
identified within the report, for parishioners in need of assistance with processing the report, as
well as the community in general who may need guidance in talking through the emotional toll.
